Richard David “Herb” Lovelace, 78, of Evansville, decided it was time to take
the ultimate nap on October 19, 2025. He left this world surrounded by his
family who are still wondering how they’ll manage without their favorite source
of bad jokes and unsolicited advice. 

Born on August 12, 1947, in Louisville, Kentucky, Herb quickly established
himself as a force to be reckoned with – whether it was charming everyone
with his wit or stubbornly refusing to read instructions. Herb graduated from
Murray State with a degree in photography that he sparingly used in his
illustrious career as a Marketing Art Director/starving artist.
